If I drop or withdraw from some or all of the classes for which | have registered, | will be responsible for paying all or a portion of tuition and fees
based upon the deadlines outlined in the Academic Calendar (https://www.hpu.edu/registrar/academic-calendar.html). In other words, | may
drop or withdraw any and all courses for any reason before the semester begins and until the last day to drop with 100% refund, as posted in the
Academic Calendar for the applicable term (typically the 8" calendar day after the first day of class), without financial penalty. After this date | will
owe HPU for certain tuition and fees, even if | am no longer attending the university. | can find more information on HPU’s refund policy at
https://hpu.edu/business-office/policies-deadlines.html).
